All Glory and honor to God through Our Lord in the Holy Spirit! 

September is marked with a lot of activities in our Mission. Most importantly 

it is the birthday of Blessed Mother in September 8th.  There is soccer tour-

nament, parish picnic, the feast of Little Flower ward and  inauguration of the 

CCD for the year 2012-2013.  

We will have the Most Blessed Sacrament, our Lord Jesus Christ, staying 

with us from September 9th Sunday, before and after the Mass. This is an answer to many of our prayers. 

Blessed Tabernacle will be placed inside the Chapel from that day on. Let us try to be more devout to our 

Lord than anything else in the world. 

Saint Francis de Sales explains what true devotion is. He says that all Christians must aim at devout life, be-

cause it is most acceptable to our Lordôs Will. He goes on explaining the illusions of true devotion, which 

people might mistakenly think as devotion. For example, a man sets great value on fasting and believes him-

self to be leading a devout life, as long as he fast rigorously, although while his heart is full of bitterness. 

Another one thinks he is devout as long as he prays daily and repeats his prayers, while he does not refrain 

from anger, irritating and insulting speeches. Another one is open to almsgiving to any extent but closes his 

heart to those who oppose him and is not ready to forgive. Saint Francis after explaining all these examples, 

asserts that these are not true and real devotion, but mere lay figures or mere phantasms of devotion. 

Then what is true devotion according the one of the 35 Doctors of the Church, Saint Francis de Sales? True 

and living devotion always presupposes the Love of God. When this love strengthens us to do well, it is 

called Charity. But when it attains perfection, it not only leads us to do well, but to act carefully, diligently 

and promptly, then it is called devotion. 

He explains it again by giving the examples of Ostrich which never flies; Hen rises a little but brief; while 

Eagle and dove are on the heights. The same way sinners never rise toward God, for their movements are 

earthly and earthbound; Well-meaning people, who are not true devout, attempt a manner of flight by means 

of their good action, but rarely fly; while devout people rise up to God with a swift and soaring 

wing.ñDevotion, in short, is simply the spiritual activity and liveliness by means of which Divine Love works 

in us, and causes us to work briskly and lovinglyò. It is the ever readiness to act promptly and diligently the 

acts of love. Devotion makes our act of love, eager, energetic and diligent. If we do an act of love devoutly, 

that is better than thousands without devotion. Let us be ready and prompt to do the will of God with at most 

faithfulness and devotion.
